Symbol provides trainer and handouts at a basic cost of £650 for the day, to train up to 12 people at a cost of £65 per person. This can bring an income of £130 to the local network to fund a venue, or 2 free places to school/organisation hosting the workshop.

Symbol provides the trainer at a basic cost of £650 to train up to 30 people.  The host organisation may make a charge for external participants- please negotiate with us in advance regarding the number of course places you propose to offer and any charge you propose to make.
Local organisers need to:

1. Agree to meet costs as quoted by Symbol.
2. Arrange venue including:

a. Multimedia projector for powerpoint presentation, and flipchart or whiteboard.

b. Reception and directions at the venue for people attending the workshop.

c. Refreshments (drinks) on arrival and at lunchtime and morning and afternoon breaks.

3. Publicise course through your networks using flyer provided by Symbol.

4. Take bookings for up to 12 people for ‘supporting participation’ workshop / up to 30 people  for ‘working in mainstream schools’ workshop, and provide Symbol with a list of people booked on the course before the course date.

5. Send out confirmation and directions to people booked on the course.
6. Photocopy handouts- these will be emailed to organisers a week in advance of the workshop. Handouts are provided only for those who attend the training and may not be copied to anyone else.
Symbol will:

1. Provide trainer and handouts for photocopying.

2. Provide booking register for completion, (to be copied to Symbol before the course date).

3. Provide flyer for you to use to publicise the workshop. If you wish to amend this, please agree any changes with Symbol before circulating.

4. Invoice host organisation for £650 after the workshop. Alternatively, the host organisation can provide a list of attendees for Symbol to invoice directly at £65 per person, and invoice the host organisation for any balance to make up £650.

What does the workshop cover?

· Promoting positive behaviour and meeting individuals’ support needs

· Responding to behaviour and implementing behaviour management strategies

We will consider the support needs of people who have Down Syndrome and strategies/approaches that we have found to be effective. Staff may find these approaches helpful in work with other pupils as well.

Who is the workshop for?

The workshop is designed for staff working in mainstream schools, including Teaching Assistants, Classroom Teachers, SENCO’s support teachers who work with a pupil who has Down Syndrome. The course is exclusively for school staff and is not open to family members/parents.

Will the workshop be suitable for our staff?

This course is for staff members who:

· Encounter persisting behaviours that have negative impact for the pupil and/or staff and school community

· Have worked within the school to find solutions, and require further strategies

· Would like to look at the application of Functional Behavioural Analysis in more depth and require support using this approach

· Would like to know more about supporting and promoting positive behaviour.

The course can be used as ‘follow up’ for staff who have previously attended behaviour management workshops, or the course ‘working with children who have Down Syndrome in mainstream schools’ provided by Symbol. It’s also appropriate for staff who have not attended previous training.

Who should attend?

Staff are invited to attend in pairs, or small groups from staff teams, so that you can work together to consider issues, problem solve and apply techniques on return to your work place. At least one member of staff should know the pupils and the situations very well.
